 Jim Horton has been 
 selected as the  Volunteer of 
 the Year  for dedicating his 
 life to serving others.  He is 
 the President of the Clawson 
 Goodfellows and works tire -
 lessly to make sure they are 
 able to assist families in need.  
 Horton has served as council -
 man for the city and is a fire -
 fighter in Clawson.  He has a 
 heart of gold and not only 
 gives of his time to help oth -
 ers but has set an example for 
 his son, Jonathon, who has 
 assisted his father since he 
 was a small child.

 Dr. Jeanne Ward of 
 Premium Hearing Solutions 
 will be recognized as the 
 Business Person of the 
 Year .  Dr Ward’s vision for 
 her practice is one in which 
 human kindness and quality 
 healthcare would go hand in 
 hand.  Employees are 
 instructed to give freely of 
 their time when interacting 

 with patients.  Dr. Ward 
 believes that, in some 
 instances, “you may be the 
 only person they talk to that 
 day.”  Dr Ward also joined 
 with the Clawson Lions

 Club during Random Acts 
 of Kindness Day to provide 
 free hearing screening to 
 everyone in the city. Her 
 most notable act of kindness 
 was to organize and sponsor 
 the Clawson Community 
 Picnic last summer.

 Leon & Lulu  – During 
 the 3 1/2 years that Leon & 
 Lulu has been in operation 
 the store has contributed to 
 the renaissance of down -
 town Clawson.  On one 
 occasion the store hosted an 
 artist market with over 40 
 artists from Michigan.  The 
 three day event drew over 
 1000 people to Clawson –
 many of them first timers.  
 The store also supports the 
 Clawson Historical Society 
 by selling books that they 
 publish. 

 Leon & Lulu gives back 
 to its community by hosting 
 charity fundraisers for 
 organizations such as 
 Gilda’s Club, Steppin’ Out 
 and Honor Flight.  Another 
 service organization the 
 store supports is Cass 
 Community Social Services 
 that employs homeless peo -

 ple to retrieve tires which 
 have been abandoned on the 
 street and turn them into 
 door mats.  Leon & Lulu 
 carries these mats and all 
 proceeds from the sales go 
 directly to CCSS.

 The Clawson Fourth of 
 July parade often uses the 
 store, and Leon & Lulu 
 always contributes to the 
 city’s holiday decorations 
 such as scarecrows for 
 Halloween and snowmen for 
 Christmas.  Owner Mary Liz 
 Curtin is a member of the 
 Downtown Development 
 Authority and its current 
 president.

Local 
 businesses donated money 
 and prizes to offset some of 
 the cost of the event.  More 
 than 600 people attended the 
 event and it was a huge suc -
 cess.
